In respect of the 2022/2023 school year, the total number of applications for admission
received by the school was 127.
Breakdown of places allocated for the 2022/2023 school year:
Number of places available: 60
Number of applications received: 127
Number of Offers made under each criteria: Criterion One: Brothers and sisters of children

enrolled in Milford National School – 30 places
offered.
Criterion Two: Children of permanent school staff –
1 place offered.
Criterion Three: Children living (principal place of
residence) within the Parish of Milford – 10 places
offered.
Criterion Four: Remaining places will be allocated
according to the following categories: children of
parents working in parish of Milford, or children of
parents living (principal place of residence) in
adjacent parish (Monaleen, Ahane/Castleconnell,
St Patrick’s-St Brigid’s), or children of past-pupils.
Places within these categories were allocated by
random selection – 19 places offered
Criterion Five: All remaining places were allocated
by random selection – 0 places offered.
